| believe the current area of the sidewalks is wide enough for more trees. The ones that are there need to grow out more. There is a long shaded walkway in front of 6101 (the Senior
Apartments). The problem with it is that there are two steps up from the walk in front of 6141 to its continuation in front of 6101. Those two steps could easily be replaced by a ramp so that

baby carriages and wheelchairs could take advantage of the shade. (Throughout the east side of downtown pedestrians walk through the dining areas that restaurants have set up on the
sidewalks.)

What are the planners doing with the bus stop currently in front of the Sylva Martin Building? Is that going to be eliminated? Aren't there many people - including disabled - who ride the
buses along Sunset Drive?

Does the design along those two blocks look all that much more green than what is currently present? With more tree planted along the current sidewalks, it might look even more green.

Sunset Drive is a thoroughfare with a center boulevard for almost all its way through South Miami. (The only area not to have a consistent boulevard is the downtown area.) To disrupt this

feature makes no aesthetic sense, no consistent sense, no useful sense. Having a planted boulevard does slow fraffic and does make it safer for cars to pass each other going in different
directions.

How does the Plusurbia design for Sunset Drive fit with what is being thought about by the people doing the Master Plan for City Roadways?
